Training begins promptly at 7 am Saturday morning and 
includes a variety of day and night land navigation 
exercises.  The day concludes around 11 pm with a review 
of everything you’ve learned as you sit around the camp-
fire.  
 
Sunday morning, you’ll depart for civilization shortly after 
breakfast, returning in time to catch an afternoon plane 
flight home, if necessary. 

What’s Included? 
 

You’ll be transported to the training site by our 
instructor, giving you time to ask questions 
along the way. Travel time is approximately 
three hours. 
 
SPECOPS will provide meals, a tent or tarp for 
sleeping (if you don’t have one) and a compass, 
map and GPS for use during training exercises.
